Worship Notes - February 19, 2012
Transfiguration of Our Lord

INTRODUCTION

The Sundays after Epiphany began with Jesus' baptism
and end with three disciples' vision of his transfigura-
tion. In Mark's story of Jesus' baptism, apparently only
Jesus sees the Spirit descending and hears the words
from heaven. But now Jesus' three closest friends hear
the same words naming him God's beloved son. As
believers, Paul writes, we are enabled to see the God-
light in Jesus' face, because the same God who cre-
ated light in the first place has shone in our hearts to
give us that vision. The light of God's glory in Jesus
has enlightened us through baptism and shines in us
also for others to see.

FIRST READING: 2 Kings 2:1-12

Today’s reading centers on the transfer of power and
authority from the prophet Elijah to Elisha. Their trav-
els, which retrace the path of Joshua back to Moab
(the place where Moses died) and the parting of the
waters, demonstrate that Elisha and Elijah are legiti-
mate successors of the great prophet Moses.

SECOND READING: 2 Corinthians 4:3-6

The spotlight of Christian ministry is not on the people
who carry out ministry but on the Lord Jesus Christ.
Just as God made light shine out of darkness at crea-
tion, God makes the light of Jesus Christ shine in our
lives through Christian ministry.

GOSPEL: Mark 9:2-9

Mark’s gospel presents the transfiguration as a pre-
view of what would become apparent to Jesus’ follow-
ers after he rose from the dead. Confused disciples are
given a vision of God’s glory manifest in the beloved
Son. 3

BISHOP ELECTION PROCESS

Dear Members of St. Philip,

After 18 years of faithful service, Allan Bjornberg,
Bishop of the Rocky Mountain Synod, will be retir-
ing from this position at the end of July. A new
bishop will be elected at the RMS Assembly in
Colorado Springs in April.

All ordained pastors of the ELCA are eligible for
nomination. In December, | was notified that my
name had been proposed for nomination (along
with 63 other pastors throughout the ELCA). Official
nominations must be made from the floor at the
synod assembly.

At this point, | entered a period of discernment.

I had to decide whether | was willing to open myself
to this call even as a possibility. | am not sure that
the office of bishop is a call that anyone in their
“right mind” would seek. Truly, I am not “seeking”
this call. At the same time, after much prayer, | did
decide to open myself to the Spirit's leading in this
matter by filling out a biographical form and answer-
ing six position questions posed by a bishop elec-
tion committee that has been formed.

Last week | discovered that seventeen of the sixty-
four proposed candidates took this step. Information
on all seventeen proposed candidates can be ac-
cessed at the Rocky Mountain Synod website:
www.rmselca.org. This website also has information
on how the election process will proceed. We will
be hosting a spring gathering of the Metro South
Conference at St. Philip on Monday, March 19‘“,
from 7:00 — 9:00 P.M. This conference gathering is
primarily for voting members from the congrega-
tions in our conference who will be attending the
assembly, but is open to all interested people.

What you need to know is that my heart is with you.
My call to serve you as senior pastor of this congre-
gation remains strong. | am excited about the new
vision plan we have developed, the calling of an
associate pastor, our lay leadership, and the many
ministries of St. Philip Lutheran that are thriving be-
cause of you.

I am open to discuss this with any of you. Please
take an opportunity to thank Bishop Allan for his
many years of service. Please also keep our synod
in prayer as we seek to fill this important leadership
position.
