Technology Solutions will be collecting personal electronics for safe, secure, environ-
mentally-friendly recycling.

Please limit your paper and electronic items to what can fit in a personal passenger ve-
hicle, SUV, or pickup truck.

This annual event is also a fundraiser for the Denver Rescue Mission to impact home-
lessness and addiction in our community. Financial donations to DRM will be collected
via cash, check, or credit card.
