We are excited to announce that we will be offering another First Aid/CPR/AED training 
here at SPLC. Members Michael and Dorie Werner are certified instructors and will be 
offering this training for $30 per person. Certificates of completion will be presented to 
all participants who complete the course. The class is open to anyone age 12 and up 
who is physically able to perform the required procedures. Training includes learning 
about emergency situations, getting started with first aid, getting started with CPR 
(Basic Life Support), how to use the AED and practice what you learn. The training is 
by video, lecture, and hands on and lasts for 5 hours. All participants will receive a two-
year certification. (This course does not meet the credentials for the Health Care Pro-
fessional (BCLS)).
